	Introduction (anticipatory set – “HOOK”): Teacher will demonstrate/ show video on how to cut and fold poppy shape, add black centres and discuss goal of making class wreath.

	Actively listening, paying attention to instructions 
	5 minutes 

	Body: Walk around classroom and provide help for any students requiring it, refocus students who are off task.

	Create their own rendition of a poppy, perhaps multiple and carefully glue on to class wreath. 
	15 minutes 

	Closure: Encourage quick cleanup and ensure everyone has produced at least one poppy for the wreath. 

	Clean up desk areas and finish poppy.
	5 minutes


Organizational Strategies:

	Students placed in pods and can be switched around if productivity wanes and off-topic behaviour takes place.


Proactive, Positive Classroom Learning Environment Strategies:

	Positive reinforcement will be provided to those who stay on task and try the task to the best of their abilities; because it is a class wreath teamwork will also be encouraged. 


Extensions:

	Students can make their own personal wreaths once they have the skills, or a larger collective class one.
